Talkie Al App New Technology

With Christmas nearly here and with some
children receiving new technology or
related games, here is a quick reminder of
the importance of setting up appropriate
parental controls.

This app is rated as 17+ by the
App store and 12+ by Google Play.
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Talkie is an Al chatbot app. Users
can use the app to create and

interact with Al characters. Games/Consoles

- Check age ratings: look at the PEGI rating
of any new games.

- Remember, PEGI rates the gameplay so
whilst it is important to review age ratings,
you must also check to see if it has any
communication elements.

You should also be aware that this
app includes in app purchases
ranging from £4.99 - £49.99.

Talkie does offer a Teenager
Mode; however, the content still
may not be appropriate for your
child. Bark reviews this app here,
and recommend that your child
should not be using this app:
